ABC – Approved Budget for the Contract.   

ARCC – Allowable  Range of Contract Cost. 

BAC – Bids and Awards Committee. 

Bid – A signed offer or proposal to undertake a contract submitted by a bidder in response to and in 
consonance with the requirements of the bidding documents. Also referred to as Proposal and Tender. 
(2016 revised IRR, Section 5[c]) 

Bidder – Refers to a contractor, manufacturer, supplier, distributor and/or consultant who submits a bid 
in response to the requirements of the Bidding Documents. (2016 revised IRR, Section 5[d]) 

Bidding Documents – The documents issued by the Procuring Entity as the bases for bids, furnishing 
all information necessary for a prospective bidder to prepare a bid for the Goods, Infrastructure Projects, 
and/or Consulting Services required by the Procuring Entity. (2016 revised IRR, Section 5[e]) 

BIR – Bureau of Internal Revenue. 

BSP – Bangko Sentral ng Pilipinas.  

CDA – Cooperative Development Authority. 

Consulting Services – Refer to services for Infrastructure Projects and other types of projects or 
activities of the GOP requiring adequate external technical and professional expertise that are beyond 
the capability and/or capacity of the GOP to undertake such as, but not limited to: (i) advisory and 
review services; (ii) pre-investment or feasibility studies; (iii) design; (iv) construction supervision; (v) 
management and related services; and (vi) other technical services or special studies. (2016 revised 
IRR, Section 5[i]) 

Contract – Refers to the agreement entered into between the Procuring Entity and the Supplier or 
Manufacturer or Distributor or Service Provider for procurement of Goods and Services; Contractor for 
Procurement of Infrastructure Projects; or Consultant or Consulting Firm for Procurement of Consulting 
Services; as the case may be, as recorded in the Contract Form signed by the parties, including all 
attachments and appendices thereto and all documents incorporated by reference therein. 

Contractor – is a natural or juridical entity whose proposal was accepted by the Procuring Entity and 
to whom the Contract to execute the Work was awarded.  Contractor as used in these Bidding 
Documents may likewise refer to a supplier, distributor, manufacturer, or consultant. 

CPI – Consumer Price Index. 

DOLE – Department of Labor and Employment.  

DTI – Department of Trade and Industry. 

Foreign-funded Procurement or Foreign-Assisted Project – Refers to procurement whose funding 
source is from a foreign government, foreign or international financing institution as specified in the 
Treaty or International or Executive Agreement. (2016 revised IRR, Section 5[b]). 

GFI – Government Financial Institution.   

GOCC – Government-owned and/or –controlled corporation.

The General Conditions of Contract (GCC) in this Section, read in conjunction with the 

Special Conditions of Contract in Section V and other documents listed therein, should be a 

complete document expressing all the rights and obligations of the parties. 

 

Matters governing performance of the Contractor, payments under the contract, or matters 

affecting the risks, rights, and obligations of the parties under the contract are included in 

the GCC and Special Conditions of Contract.   

 

Any complementary information, which may be needed, shall be introduced only through 

the Special Conditions of Contract.  
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1. Scope of Contract 
 

This Contract shall include all such items, although not specifically mentioned, that can 
be reasonably inferred as being required for its completion as if such items were 
expressly mentioned herein. All the provisions of RA No. 9184 and its 2016 revised 
IRR, including the Generic Procurement Manual, and associated issuances, constitute 
the primary source for the terms and conditions of the Contract, and thus, applicable in 
contract implementation.  Herein clauses shall serve as the secondary source for the 
terms and conditions of the Contract.  
 
This is without prejudice to Sections 74.1 and 74.2 of the 2016 revised IRR of RA No. 
9184 allowing the GPPB to amend the IRR, which shall be applied to all procurement 
activities, the advertisement, posting, or invitation of which were issued after the 
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11. Program of Work 
 

11.1. The Contractor shall submit to the Procuring Entity’s Representative for 
approval the said Program of Work showing the general methods, arrangements, 
order, and timing for all the activities in the Works. The submissions of the 
Program of Work are indicated in the SCC.

Notes on Specifications 
 

A set of precise and clear specifications is a prerequisite for Bidders to respond realistically 

and competitively to the requirements of the Procuring Entity without qualifying or 

conditioning their Bids.  In the context of international competitive bidding, the 

specifications must be drafted to permit the widest possible competition and, at the same 

time, present a clear statement of the required standards of workmanship, materials, and 

performance of the goods and services to be procured.  Only if this is done will the objectives 

of economy, efficiency, and fairness in procurement be realized, responsiveness of Bids be 

ensured, and the subsequent task of bid evaluation facilitated.  The specifications should 

require that all goods and materials to be incorporated in the Works be new, unused, of the 

most recent or current models, and incorporate all recent improvements in design and 

materials unless provided otherwise in the Contract. 

 

Samples of specifications from previous similar projects are useful in this respect.  The use 

of metric units is mandatory.  Most specifications are normally written specially by the 

Procuring Entity or its representative to suit the Works at hand.  There is no standard set of
